This is a project aimed at increasing awareness about the social and employment barriers that transgender 
people face in Spain and using communication and creativity to encourage their recruitment.

On the International Day of Trans Visibility in 2022, we presented the stories of trans individuals through an 
audiovisual piece and an event, where we displayed an art installation of 15 transparent chairs engraved 
with their names and the duration of their unemployment.

During the event, the participants shared their experiences through the "Transparent" project, highlighting 
their challenges in finding employment. The chairs were symbolically placed in front of an employment office.
